WHAT IS EASTERTIDE?   Eastertide is the  Christian liturgical season celebrating the Resurrection of Jesus, lasting from Easter Sunday 

to Pentecost Sunday. It is a joyful, festive period often called Paschal-tide, characterized by white liturgical colours, the use of the Alleluia, 

and a focus on new life. Throughout this period , the Paschal candle remains in the sanctuary near the ambo/lectern (where the Gospel is 

proclaimed) to signify the light of the Gospel.  This time represents  the forty days Jesus remained with his followers after the Resurrection.
